Jesus’s reign means that no mighty power, no tragic suffering, no evil force will 
have the last word; the last word is Jesus. It also means we may look to Jesus’s life - his humility, his 
sacrifice, his compassion for outcasts - for a model of true kingship. Our loyalty to this Christ goes 
before our loyalty to any other claim on our lives. Today is the last Sunday of the liturgical year: 
next week a new year begins with the first Sunday in Advent.
